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Change in Nomenclature to DDC Mutation.

It was learned subsequent to publication of the series of
patients with AADC deficiency that the nomenclature of
the second lesion in Patient 5, given as Exon 5 ¢.446G>A,
p.S149T, should have been c.446G>C, p.S149T. The
laboratory issued an amended report, and the authors regret
any inconvenience.
