Impact assessments are made, in one way or
another, in every country. They regard en-
vironmental, technological, social and
economic issues. Their aim is to contribute
to the decision making process and to save
time and money. Their goal is to help mov-
ing from the often conflictual perceptions of
complex problems towards some level of
consensus required before any policy of pro-
ject can be implemented. These assessments
are necessarily part of a procedure which
depends heavily on the institutional, legal
and administrative framework of a country.
The integration of Europe will require some
harmonization of the various legislations in-
volved. Therefore scientists, practitioners
and users of impact assessments of various
countries have an urgent need to compare
their methods and results in order to im-
prove their contribution to society.
