The scientific programme will mainly consist of panel discussions and symposia. 

The OrganiT.ing Committee has so far selected the following items as the 
main subjects: 

1. Anaesthesia and Regional Blood Flow 

2. Local Anaesthetics 

3. The Anaesthesiologist in Intensive Therapy 

4. Anaesthesia under Primitive Conditions 

In order to limit the time required for the presentation of a large number of 
papers the Organizing Committee has planned (1) to publish the complete texts 
of the papers submitted in a supplement to the Acta anaesthesiologica Scandi- 
naoica, which will be available for the participants at the opening of the Congress, 
and, (2) as far as possible, to arrange groups of contributors who have studied 
related subjects. In these groups, the presentation of the individual papers may 
then be restricted to a discussion of the results, controversial points, etc. before 
the audience. 

A limited number of free papers may also be accepted. 

In addition to the four main subjects, the scientific programme will be supple- 
mented by a series of panel discussions and symposia on specific problems in 
anaesthesia and related fields. Participants wishing to organize such panel 
discussions (duration 90-120 rain.) are invited to contact the Organizing Com- 
mittee. At the same time, suggestions as to subjects of the panels and names of 
discussants should be submitted. 

A preliminary programme w/th further particulars as to the scientific and social 
activities of the Congress, entries for participation, etc. will be circulated in the 
autumn of 1965.
