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1981 ANNUAL MEETING: RESIDENTS' COMPETITION 

Rules of Competition 

1. The object of the competition shall be to encourage scientific excellence in physician training in the 
specialty of Anaesthesia in Canada. 

2. Candidates must be members or student members of the Canadian Anaesthetists '  Society at the 
time of the competition, and occupying the position of Resident, Fellow, or Research Fellow in a 
Canadian Department of Anaesthesia. Those completing work beyong the first year of a Master's 
or Doctoral programme of a Graduate School, or beyond the requirements pertaining to examina- 
tion in Anaesthesia of the Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons of Canada will be ineligible. 

3. The work presented must have been carried out in Canada and completed in the preceding 18 
-months, prior to obtaining the specialists certificate of the Royal College of Physicians and 
Surgeons of Canada or of the College of Physicians and Surgeons of Quebec. 

4. The Scientific Programme Committee will be responsible for the details of the conduct of the 
competition and will select the best submissions from those entered, for presentation at the Annual 
Meeting. 

5. The Chairmen of Canadian University Departments of Anaesthesia (or a deputy) will act as judges, 
scoring each candidate according to a previously agreed system. Three prizes ($500, $300, $200) 
will be awarded, at the discretion of the judges, to the best of the eight papers presented at the 
meeting. The eight papers to be presented will be selected previously by the Scientific Programme 
Committee, fiom abstracts submitted before February 1, 1981. Abslracts of papers to be presented 
will be published in The Reflesher Course Outline and in The Canadian Anaesthetists" Society 
Journal. 

6. Those entries not selected for inclusion in the Residents' Competition may be selected to be 
presented during the main scientific meeting. 

7. Co-authors of papers should be acknowledged. 
8. Entries for the competition must be submitted to the undersigned on abstract forms available 

from the Secretary, Canadian Anaesthetists '  Society, 178 St. George Street, Toronto, Ontario, 
M5R 2M7. The final date for submission of abstracts is February 1, 1981, and no exceptions can be 
made to this regulation. 

9. A full manuscript written exactly as it is to be presented must be provided to the undersigned before 
May I, 1981.
