
WORLD FEDERATION OF SOCIETIES OF ANAESTHESIOLOGISTS 

DR. Harold Grifl]th reports that plans for the Woyld ]?gderation of Societies of 
Anaesthesiologists are proceeding. He will attend~a meeting of the Organizing 
Committee in Holland in June, at which reports will be. received from national 
societies in the various countries and plans prepared ]for ,the, Constituent As- 
sembly of the new Federation. Up to the present~J soeie~.es of aaaesthesiologists 
in thirty different eountries have approved the fof~na~Q~'of the Federation mad 
have made applieation for membership. I't appea.rs, therefore, that this will 
become a really representative organization of all the ar~aesthesiologists through- 
out the world. 

It should be some satisfaction to Canadians to realize that their society is 
the third largest national group, and also that they have had an active shary in 
the development of the World Federation. The purpdse of the Federation as 
outlined in the Constitution is: 

"'To provide better anaesthesia for more people throughout the world." 

It is hoped that this purpose may be achieved by I setting up standards of 
training for anaesthesiologists; exchange of informatio ~ regarding opportunities 
for training; assistance in the development of national so qlieties in countries where 
anaesthesiology is in a very primitive state; and advising international and 
national government bodies on problems relating to anaesthesia. 

The new Federation will be controlled entirely by afaaesthesiologists, and will 
not have any official connection with governments, or the World Health Organiza- 
tion, o r  UNESCO. 

The Constituent Assembly of the World Federation of Societies of Anaes- 
thesiologists will be held at Scheveningen, near The IHague, September 5--10, 
1955. The various national societies will send official d~legates to this assembly. 
There will be held at the same time and the same placethe first World Congress 
of Anaesthesiologists sponsored by the new Federation. The programme for this 
World Congress is now being prepared with the Netherlands Society of Anaes- 
thesiologists as hosts. There will be a comprehensive ~cient-t~c programme, and 
much opportunity for pleasant social diversion. It is hoped that there will be 
large delegations present from Canada, the United States and the other English- 
speaking countries. English will be the official language._of the Congress, as well as 
the World Federation.
