ARTHUR JOSEPH DUNN, M.D., F;R.C.P.(C) 

The Canadian Anaesthetists' Society Medal 
for Meritorious Service In Anaesthesia has been 
awarded to Dr, Arthur Joseph Dunn. of Toronto. 

Dr. Arthur Dunn was born in 1925, the son of 
Dr. John F. Dunn, a general practitioner in 
Almonte, Ontario. He was educated in the prim- 
ary and secondary schools of Almonte and at The 
University of Toronto, graduating M.D. in 1947. 
He was married to Joan Peppler in 1950. They 
have four children. 

After a Junior Internship at St. Michael's 
Hospital. Toronto, he entered the postgraduate 
course in Anaesthesia at The University of 
Toronto and was Certificated in Anaesthesia by 
the Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons of 
Canada in 1953. He was elected to Fellowship in 
the College in 1972. 

Throughout his professional caree r Dr. Dunn 
has been associated with St. Michael's Hospital, 
toronto,  and the Department of Anaesthesia,

Faculty of Medicine, University of Toronto. He 
was appointed Voluntary Assistant in 1950, Clini- 
cal Assistant in 1955, Lecturer 1960, Associate in 
1965, Assistant Professor 1966. In 1971 he became 
Associate Professor and Anaesthetist-in-Chief at 
St. Michael's Hospital, and was promoted to the 
rank of Professor in 1974. 

Dr. Dunn is highly regarded as a teacher of 
Clinical anaesthesia. He has served as Chairman 
of the Curriculum Committee of the Department 
of Anaesthesia and co-ordinator of refresher 
courses in anaesthesia in the post-graduate divi- 
sion of the Faculty of Medicine of the University 
of Toronto. From 1971 to 1973 he conducted an 
on-site teaching programme in several Ontario 
communities on behalf of the Post-Graduate 
Division of the Faculty of Medicine of the 
University of Toronto and The Ontario Medical 
Foundation. 

As a consultant Dr. Dunn has served as travel- 
ling consultant in anaesthesia for the College of 
Physicians and Surgeons of Ontario and as a 
member of the Chief Coronor's Advisory Com- 
mittee on Anaesthesia. 

The specialty of anaesthesia owes much to 
Dr. Dunn's administrative abilities, particularly 
through his commitment to the affairs of the 
Canadian Anaesthetists'  Society. First elected to 
the Council of the Society in 1969 as a representa- 
tive of the Ontario Division, he was Chairman of 
Council from 1971 to 1973, Assistant Honorary 
Secretary and Editor of the Society's NewsLet ter  
from 1973 to 1977 and Honorary Secretary 1977 
to 1980. 

In awarding the Canadian Anaesthetists'  So- 
ciety Medal to Dr. Arthur Dunn the Society 
h o n o u r s  a d i s t i n g u i s h e d  a n a e s t h e t i s t  for  his ou t -  

standing contributions to the Specialty as a 
teacher, practitioner and administrator.
