THE COUNCIL OF THE SOCIETY met in Toronto for two days on January 27 and 
28. A major item of business was consideration of the Brief to be presented to 
the Royal Commission on Health Services. This Brief was prepared and presented 
by Dr. Vivyan Morton, as Chairman of the Committee appointed by Council. 
Copies of the Brief will be made available to the officers of each Division. 

The Council of the Society have authorized the institution of a Medal to be 
presented by the Canadian Anaesthetists' Society/for Meritorious Service in 
Anaesthesia and have appointed a committee to be ~esponsible for the design of 
such a medal and to define the basis on which the award is to be 1{lade. 

On recommendation of the referees, the Council of the Society have announced 
that the British Oxygen (Canada) Prize will not be awarded in 1962.

The new Procedural Tariff of the Ontario Medical Association came into effect 
on January 1, 1962. This tariff has been well received in principle by most 
practising anaesthetists in the province. Some details require alteration, and 
these are now under review. 

Physicians Services Incorporated have suggested the introduction of a new 
prepayment plan which would pay specialists' fees on the basis of the O.I~/I.A. 
Tariff (for referred work only) to those specialists undertal~ing ~ by c6ntract-to 
accept these fees on conditions laid down by the Corporation. Opinion is sharply 
divided on the principle of accepting this plan.
